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One of the hardest parts of life is waiting. We pray, trust, and hope, but sometimes God’s promises
seem slow in coming. Yet throughout Scripture, we discover an important truth: God is never late, and
He never breaks a promise.

As we begin Movement 3 of our series, When God Shows Up, we’ll watch God secure the promises
He made to Abraham and his family. Each week reminds us that what God begins, He always finishes
—and every promise points us to Jesus.

We’ll begin in Genesis 18, where God keeps His promise by announcing that Sarah will have a son. It
seemed impossible, but nothing is impossible with God. From there we’ll move to Genesis 22, one of
the most powerful pictures of the Gospel in the Old Testament. As Abraham prepares to offer Isaac,
God provides a substitute sacrifice. Hundreds of years later, God would provide His own Son, Jesus
Christ, the perfect Lamb who takes away the sin of the world.

In Genesis 26, we’ll see God confirm His covenant to Isaac. God’s promises didn’t end with one
generation. His faithfulness continued, reminding us that every promise God has made finds its
fulfilment in Christ.

Finally, in Genesis 28, Jacob dreams of a ladder reaching from earth to heaven. Jesus
later declared that He is the true bridge between heaven and earth. Through Him, we
have access to the Father and the hope of eternal life.

This movement is about more than the lives of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob. It’s about a
God who keeps His Word. Every chapter moves us closer to Jesus, reminding us that
God has never abandoned His plan of redemption.
