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April is here, and we’re right in the heart of our sermon series, Rescued: The God Who Saves. Last month, we kicked things off by 
looking at how God rescues His people in unexpected ways—tying it all back to Jesus’ triumphant entry into Jerusalem and His 
ultimate mission to save. If you missed it, we explored Jesus riding in as the crowd shouted Hosanna, the fiery trial of Shadrach, 
Meshach, and Abednego, and how Psalm 40 reminds us that God lifts us from the pit and sets our feet on solid ground.
Now, as we step into April, we’re continuing the journey—seeing how God’s rescue unfolds in storms, lion’s dens, and even the 
grave itself!
Here’s what’s ahead:

🔹  April 6 – Rescued from the Storm: Trusting the Savior’s Hand

Ever feel like life’s waves are crashing down? Jonah did—literally (Jonah 1:1-17). Running from God landed him in a raging sea 
and a fish’s belly, but God’s rescue came right on time. The Palm Sunday crowd wanted a quick save, yet Jesus showed that 
trusting His timing brings true peace. Join us as we discover how He calms our storms too!

🔹  April 13 – Rescued from the Lion’s Den: Trusting the True King

Daniel faced hungry lions (Daniel 6:16-23), yet his faith turned a death sentence into a miracle. The Hosanna crowd expected a 
warrior king to overthrow Rome, but Jesus came as the True King—defeating sin instead. We’ll see how trusting Him delivers us 
from the things that roar in our lives.

🔹  April 20 – Rescued from Death: The Ultimate Salvation (Resurrection Sunday!)

Jesus’ resurrection (1 Corinthians 15:20-26, Luke 24:1-7) changed everything. The crowd didn’t see it coming, but His victory over 
death answered every Hosanna cry—offering us eternal life. This is the ultimate rescue, and we’re celebrating in a big way! Expect 
powerful worship, an uplifting message, and maybe even some Easter treats—don’t miss it!

This series is too good to keep to yourself—invite a friend! Let’s come together to worship, reflect, and 
rejoice in the God who doesn’t just rescue us from life’s troubles but saves us for eternity.
